folks a fow tricks, most magicians are at a loss where to begin.Every magician
knows dozens of card tricks, but few take the time to organize two or three tricks
in a logical sequence. The result is that they tend to go blank when requested to
perform, stumble through one or two tricks, and then, much later, realize that
they could have done much better with tricks they already know if they had thought
to prepare h a routine beforehand.

There is one basic element that such routines must adhere to.The tricks must
be simple. The reason is that, unlike the professional who works constantly, you
are not likely to be called on two or three times a week to perform impromptu card
magic. This means that you are not likely to remember tricks which demand instant
recall of intricate details. So, the tricks must be simple. But they must also be
impressive because otherwise there is no point in learning the tricks or performing
them

Nine times cut of ten when asked to perform magic, I use a borrowed deck and

no preparation. Almost newer do I carry a deck of cards with mo. Using just the
deck, regardless of ite condition, this is the opening routine I do almost
always. It contains nothing new. The opening triek is an old prediction trick. The

strong point is that it is done with a borrowed shuffled deck that remains in the
spectater's hand

From here I proceed with an easy version of Reinhard Muller's famous "3-Card
catch.” The final trick is a visible sandwich trick of my own called “Cricket
The details of this last appear in Chronicles, aleng with variations in effect and
handling.

Wo skill is required to perform any of these routines. The reason I use this
sequence of tricks is that with borrowed cards and an imprompt ng where people
are wandering around, there are no angles to worry about, Mo moves requiring a deck
in good condition, and nothing deep and heavy in the way of effect.

The effects are quick and visual. They get the audience's attention. You can
stop with "Cricket” and will have established a reputation [undeserved) for great
skill, or you can go on with heavier material. Under completely impromptu conditi
with a borrowed deck I want material that is easy for me to perform, and th
the epener T rely om.

You will get nothing out of this ms. if you do not at least try the material.
You already have shelves of new cherished revolutionary breakthroughs and chances
are excellent that you use little or none of it. Most of the material requires a
set-up, a sleight you don't do, gaffed cards, or intricate phases that are difficult
to keep in mind, and if you don't do the stuff all the time, you will never do it.
"Impromptu Opener” is a deliberate attempt to present the reader with a clear, simple
series of three tricks that are easy to learn and easy to perform with any deck. If
you learn th icks, you are always ready to perform card magic that locks
impressive, yet is easy to do.
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
