If you have studied card magic for as little as two or three years, you be
come aware that most of the literature consists of variations on a relatively
small number of approaches. Anyone who tries to break away from overworked ideas
quickly learns that although the problem is clear, the way cut isn't.

He wants ideas that work for him and he could not care less if the tricks are new
or old, clever or bland, original or stolen. Others, those who like to experiment
with new methods or develop new effects, constantly search for new avenues with no
regard for the commercial value of their ideas.

It
should be clear that 'different' doe ot imply 'better,' and even if the apj roach
is judged better, one must ask if it seems better because it actually is good or if
it seems better merely because it is a novelty.
